ELECTIONS – The Spring General Election is Tuesday, 
April 7, 2026 from 7:00am to 8:00pm. Please go to My 
Vote Wisconsin to pre-register or apply for absentee 
ballots. You need to re-apply each year for absentee 
ballots. Board members who will be on the ballot are 
Will McCarron and Tyler Lemke.

– The “No 
Parking on the streets between midnight and 7:00am” 
expired on March 31st. However, everybody knows 
that Mother Nature can be fickle and surprise us with a 
snowstorm…hello March 15, 2026….what?!?! Please be 
courteous and move your vehicle off the street if the 
forecast calls for snow so the plow can go through and 
keep the streets clean. 
 

DOG LICENSES EXPIRED 3/31/2026 –  
State law mandates that ALL DOGS be licensed. The 

application is available on the Village website or at the 
Village Hall. A valid certificate of rabies vaccination is 

required to issue tags for your dog(s). Failure to 
license can result in a $169 fine. Please note that the 

library does NOT issue dog licenses. 

 

CHICKEN PERMITS – Chicken permits are valid from 
January 1st through December 31st and must be 
renewed annually. The cost is $15. The village 
ordinance allows for four hens, no roosters or other 
types of fowl, like geese or ducks. Rules and 
applications are available on the Village website. 
 
BUILDING PERMITS – The season of improvements is 
approaching fast! Remember that building permits are 
required for ANY projects over $2500. 
 
PROPERTY MAINTENANCE – The snow is melting and 
there is so much to clean up outside and in many 
people’s yards. Remember that the compost site 
accepts brush less than 4”, twigs, garden waste, and 
leaves. DO NOT bring any garbage, plastics, metal, 
rubber, logs over 4” or anything that isn’t organic. The 
site is open to village residents at all times, please 
follow the rules so that it can stay open at all times!
